Government guidance states for schools states: 
“The safety of children and staff is our utmost priority.”

“The advice seeks to support staff working in schools, colleges and childcare settings, to deliver this approach in the safest way possible, focussing on measures they can put in place to help limit the risk of the virus spreading within education and childcare settings.”

“In education, childcare and social care settings, preventing the spread of the coronavirus involves dealing with direct transmissions (for instance, when in close contact with those sneezing and coughing) and indirect transmission (via touching contaminated surfaces.) A range of approaches and actions should be employed to do this.”

Government guidance for parents concerning re-opening of schools states:

8. In the case of a negative test result when child still displaying symptoms, child is to remain at home for 7days. (reliability on testing is not 100%)
9. If a parent declines to arrange a test for their child, they are to remain home for 7days.
10. Following a confirmed case, all members of the bubble are advised to get tested and arrangements made by the school to book relevant staff tests.
11. Everyone must wash their hands thoroughly for 20 seconds with soap and running water or use hand sanitiser after any contact with someone who is unwell.
12. The area around the person with symptoms must be cleaned with normal household bleach after they have left.

Water temperatures must be kept within limits recommended for the control of legionella bacteria in water systems. For reference, use the Approved Code of Practice and HSG 274.

1. If the hot water system has been left operational, the hot water should be circulating as normal and regular checks, in line with guidance, should be carried out. Weekly flushing, Monthly water temperature checks, etc.

2. If the hot water system has been isolated or drained down, contact your water Hygiene Contractor to check and restart the system

3. Maintain regular weekly flushing regimes of infrequently used outlets, for all hot water services.

Re-opening after a lengthy closure

Before resuming normal operation and where necessary, discuss with your water hygiene contractor to carryout appropriate checks and flushing of the complete system for all hot and cold water pipes (including drinking water) and certify the water system is safe before the buildings are reoccupied. Allow sufficient time for this activity, approx. 1 week before opening.

	1. Any child who becomes unwell should be removed from their bubble to designated room immediately.  1st aider then checks temp and symptoms of Covid-19 and their parents/carers contacted immediately. The child remains in the designated room and uses designated bathroom if required.
2. Clear government guidance sent to parents. If child has displayed any symptoms, a support call is made to ensure parent is fully award of number of days before children and siblings return.
3. Clear guidance sent to parents if child has been tested and what action to follow if confirmed case or when to return if negative test. Also a support call to ensure parent is fully award of number of days before children and siblings return.
4. Designated areas to be cleaned after child has gone home.
5. All staff who accompany a child who is unwell should wear PPE.
6. Once the child has gone home, the remainder of the bubble are also sent home until the results of the test are confirmed.
7. In the case of a negative test result when child still displaying symptoms, child is to remain at home for 7days. (reliability on testing is not 100%)
8. If a parent declines to arrange a test for their child, they are to remain home for 7days and staff take advice from PHE.
9. Following a confirmed case, all members of the bubble are advised to get tested and arrangements made by the school to book relevant staff tests. All members of the bubble are then sent home.
