Updated Government Guidance –  17th August 2021

What Parents/Carers need to know about early years providers, schools and colleges 
From 19 July the government continues to manage the risk of serious illness from the spread of the virus. This marks a new phase in the government’s response to the pandemic, moving away from stringent restrictions on everyone’s day-to-day lives, towards advising people on how to protect themselves and others, alongside targeted interventions to reduce risk.
As COVID-19 becomes a virus that we learn to live with, there is now an imperative to reduce the disruption to children and young people’s education - particularly given that the direct clinical risks to children are extremely low, and every adult has been offered a first vaccine and the opportunity for 2 doses by mid-September.

	Transmission of virus on surfaces and in the air indoors leading to possible infection and illness

	What controls exist to reduce the risk?


	1. Continued increased hand cleaning/sanitising: on arrival, at break times, before and after eating and before leaving.

2. Daily reminders of good respiratory hygiene “catch it, kill it, bin it”.
3. Lunchtime sanitisation of door handles, hand rails and toilet flush handles and taps. 

4. Windows opened to allow good air flow in rooms. 

5. Doors, both internal and external, can also be opened whilst rooms are occupied for additional airflow.  Doors MUST be closed when rooms are unoccupied.
6. Reduce the number of visitors onsite to essential visitors only
7. All staff to wear face coverings (unless exempt) in all communal areas these include – corridors, staffroom, kitchens and dining hall.

	What controls exist to reduce the risk?


	1. Full PPE (Personal Protective Equipment) - Mask/visor, gloves and apron to be worn at all times when changing nappies or changing a child if they soil themselves in line with intimate care policy. 

2. Full PPE to be worn at all times when dealing with bodily fluids.

3. Appropriate PPE equipment should be worn when dealing with first aid incidents.

4. All first aid treatment should be administered at the accident location where possible.  If this is not possible, the child/adult should be taken to the designated first aid room.

5. A designated room (the school hall) is set aside for children who are unwell with symptoms of Covid-19.

6. A reduced timetable / exclusion / inclusion considered if necessary if children are acting in a way staff are put at risk in accordance with the behaviour policy.

	What controls exist to reduce the risk?


	1. Any child who becomes unwell should be removed from their class and taken to the designated area; at Worth Valley this is the school hall.  A first aider, wearing full PPE should then check their temperature and check for symptoms of Covid-19.  Their parent/carer is to be contacted immediately and the child should remain in the designated room and use the designated bathroom on the ground floor if required. 

2. Parent/carer is advised to get a test and home testing kit provided if this makes them getting tested much more likely. Home testing kit provided by CL/RP to families where it will increase likelihood of getting a test or when seeking a test may be difficult due to their family circumstances. 

3. Clear government guidance sent to parents.  If child has displayed any symptoms, a support call is made to ensure parent is fully aware of number of days before child returns.
4. Clear guidance sent to parents if child is a positive 

5. Designated areas to be cleaned with anti bac wipes or spray and disposable cloths immediately after a child has gone home. 
6. Following a confirmed case, CL or RP will log this on Bradford Schools Online Covid reporting online form and will alert parents/carers
7. The school will liaise with PHE/LA in the event of 5 linked cases within a 10-day period. 

Government Guidance as of 27.8.21 states: Individuals are not required to self-isolate if they live in the same household as someone with COVID-19, or are a close contact of someone with COVID-19, and any of the following apply:

· they are fully vaccinated

· they are below the age of 18 years and 6 months

· they have taken part in or are currently part of an approved COVID-19 vaccine trial

· they are not able to get vaccinated for medical reasons

2. An additional clean of door handles, handrails and toilet flush handles and taps will take place at lunchtime.
3. Site manager to ensure that requests for replenishing cleaning products in classrooms is carried out as soon as possible.

	What controls exist to reduce the risk?


	1. Members of staff who fall into the either of the above categories should seek and act on the advice of their GP, Consultant or Midwife.  This advice should then be communicated back to the Headteacher so that an individual risk assessment can be carried out.
2. Staff who have an individual risk assessment in place should notify their line manager or Headteacher immediately if their medical needs or circumstances change. 
3. Staff who have concerns regarding a family member living in the same household, who are clinically extremely vulnerable, should speak with the Headteacher to discuss this.
